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Energy Efficiency Programs

Suite of energy efficiency programs available across the province with two new
programs targeted directly to First Nation communities:

First Nations Commercial Building Retrofit Program will be available to all grid
connected communities (targeted reach of 70 communities)

Remote First Nation Energy Efficiency Program will be available to the soon-to-
be connected communities through the Wataynikaneyap Power Project

Both programs will be launched Q1 2022, but outreach to communities has
begun

- Bingwi Neyaashi Anishinaabek (or Sand Point First Nation) is an Ojibway First Nation community of nearly 250
members located on the southeast shores of Lake Nipigon.

- Reserve land was returned to BNA in 2010 following years of displacement. The community and its leadership
are pursuing economic development and re-establishing the community for membership return.
